LAND USE PROFILE & PLAN

INTRODUCTION

LOCATION

The amount and type of land uses influence
current and future conditions in rural areas. The
variety of land uses is the result of many
influences, both human and natural. Existing land
uses in Frontier County are the result of factors
influenced by individuals, streets, highways,
economic activities, public and private agencies,
commercial and industrial enterprises and the
physical landscape. An examination of land use
requires an understanding of the physical setting in
which the use activities have developed and are
continuing to develop. In order to understand the
land use situation in the County, it is necessary to
understand the existing land use patterns and the -
potential limiting factors which could influence
future development.

The land use chapter of the Frontier County
Comprehensive Plan details existing and future
land use conditions, development of land
throughout the County.

Frontier County is located in south-central
Nebraska. Primary road networks in Frontier
County include U.S. Highway 83 and State
Highways 18 and 23. The County has a total land
area of 618,240 acres, or about 966 square miles.'
The distance from the southern boundary to
northern boundary is 24 miles. It is 42 miles from
east to west on the northern boundary and 36
miles from east to west on the southern boundary.
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There are five communities in Frontier County;
Stockuville, Curtis, Eustis, Maywood and Moorefield.
Stockville, the county seat, is located in central
Frontier County. Curtis, the largest town, is located
in the north-central part of the County. Eustis is
located in the northeast corner of the County and
Maywood is located in the northwest part of the
County. Moorefield is located in the central part of
the County on the northern boundary. The Villages
of Maywood, Curtis, Moorefield and Eustis are
located along Highway 23. Stockville is located on
Highway 18.

CLIMATE The climate of Frontier County is continental and
characterized by widely ranging seasonal
temperatures and rapidly changing weather
patterns. The temperature ranges from an average
daily minimum of 10° F in January and maximum
of 91° Fin July. The average annual precipitation
is 21 inches. The majority of rainfall occurs
between April and September. The wettest
months are June, July and August. Winter months .
are the driest. Heavy rain showers and
thunderstorms occur in May, June and July.

THE NATURAL Frontier County is in the “dissected plains” of

ENVIRONMENT Nebraska. It is characterized by nearly level and
gently sloping divides that are separated by
numerous deep ravines. A small area of sandhills
are located on the west-central edge of the
County. The soils are moderately coarse to coarse
textured. Soils are used for dry cropland, irrigated
cropland, pasture and rangeland. Approximately
55 percent of agricultural acreage is used as
rangeland.

Frontier County has two state recreational areas,

Harry D. Strunk Reservoir in the southeast portion

of the County and Red Willow Reservoir in the
southwest part of the County. The Harry D. Strunk
Reservoir comprises 1,768 acres and Red Willow
Reservoir is an estimated 1,628 acres.? .
